This Final Environmental Impact Statement and Environmental Impact Evaluation has been prepared for the
proposed action for transportation improvements in the Route 82/85/11 Corridor, which extends from the current
terminus of Route 11, at Route 82 in the town of Salem to 1-395 and [-95 in East Lyme and Waterford. The
preferred alternative is a four-lane limited access roadway on new location that meets the purposes and needs of the
transportation corridor.
